First Palace destroyed c.1700 according to Vasilakis and Kanta (re Phaistos and Monastiraki
and in collaboration with Italian Archaeologists), Phaistos Disk should either be dated to First
Palace ie pre-1700 B.C. , or early Second Palace ie post-1700 B.C. but before ¢.1628 B.C.
Thera/Santorini/Kalliste/Stromboli, latest C14 dating 1613 +/- 13 BC.
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It is agreed that Phaistos Disk should be dated to 17" Century B.C., therefore the
information in the Archaeological Museum of Heraklion Temporary Exhibition and
Catalogue as well as the Ministry of Culture Information Boards at Phaistos itself should be
changed/revised/corrected.

Kanta claims that Monastiraki was active in First Palace Period (c.2000-1700 BC)
destroyed by fire and earthquake, contemporary with First Palace of Phaistos, as
demonstrated by same pottery and sealings. Indeed, exactly the same sealing has been found
both in the First Palace of Phaistos and in Monastiraki, thus indicating the physical presence
of the same bureaucrat as also with Knossos and Sklavokampos etc and Masters Sealings (see
Betts etc). Monastiraki was not re-occupied in Second Palace Period and Kanta believes that
its place was replaced by Sybritos found in Linear B as a satellite of Knossos controlling the
Amari Valley, the most important link between North and South Crete apart from that from
Knossos to Phaistos itself dominated by the Palace of Knossos in the Second Palace Period.
The role of Apodoulou in South Amari at foothills of Ida/Psiloriti also has to be considreed as
well as the fact that in the Second Palace Period the Mesara archive is to be found at Aghia
Triada (da-wo?) and not at Phaistos itself. Phaistos has been reduced in administrative
importance and Aghia Triada is a Secondary Centre of Administrative importance.

There now follows the official, but unfortunately inaccurate, descriptions of the
Phaistos Disk, by the Hellenic Ministry of Culture, in both Greek and English from the
archaeological site of the Palace of Phaistos, from the Heraklion Archaeological Museum
Temporary Exhibition and from the Accompanying Guidebook to the Temporary Exhibition
in Heraklion Archaeological Museum.

There also follows the present author’s suggested and emended texts for Phaistos,
Heraklion Archaeological Museum Temporary Exhibition and Accompanying Guidebook.

“The Phaistos Disk:

The Enigma of the Minoan Script”

The best known Minoan inscription is the (in)famous Phaistos Disk. It is commonly accepted
that it can be read spirally, has a diameter of 16cm with signs on both sides, 242 in total,
divided into 61 sign-groups (31 and 30 respectively). There are 45 different signs on the
Disk, too many for an alphabet and too few for a truly ideographic script, like Chinese. This
observation indicates that it is also a syllabic script, like Linear B and Linear A. It is obvious
that the language of the Disk is so far unknown, and thus at present, the text is beyond reach.
This has not however deterred many potential deciphers from offering their own
interpretation. A lot has been written about this Cretan inscription, indeed more than about
any other, most of it is the product of fantasy concerning the (in)famous Phaistos Disk. It is,
however, feasible to “Read” the Disk, at least partially, as a working hypothesis, using the
phonetic sound values of Linear B and Linear A, even though it is not yet possible to
“Understand” the Disk. There follows a tentative interpretation of two words on the Disk (23-
19-35 A XXVII and 2-12-31-26 A XVI; A XIX; A XXII). For one century now the Disk has
been hiding its secrets. Epigraphically, the Disk is a Minoan Inscription. Linguistically, the
Minoan Language has been recognised as Indo-European. Therefore, and theoretically, it
should now be possible to both “Read” and “Understand” the Phaistos Disk as an Indo-
European Minoan inscription.
